Driving Directions:
● From Salem area. Take I-5 to exit 248 (the Sunnyside/ Turner exit). Turn east 

off the ramp onto Delaney Rd. Turn right on Enchanted Way (This is a frontage 
road going south next to freeway, go past Enchanted Forest). Turn left on 
Cloverdale Rd. Turn right on Ridgeway (It's the 1st right). Go around 2 - 90 
degree turns and we are the 1st driveway on left after the 2nd turn, just before 
our house. 

● From Albany area. Take I-5 to exit 244. At exit stop turn right then immediately 
left on Enchanted Way (frontage road next to I-5). Right on Cloverdale. Right on 
Ridgeway. Go around 2 - 90 degree turns and we are the 1st driveway on left after 
the 2nd turn, just before our house.
